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	Effects of this medicine

This medicine is a combination suppository of a bronchodilator and an antitussive agent. It acts synergistically on the cough center and bronchial tubes to suppress cough and dilate bronchial tubes.
It is usually used to improve symptoms of cough and airway obstruction associated with pediatric bronchial asthma, asthmatic bronchitis, acute bronchitis in cases where oral medication cannot be taken, and common cold/upper respiratory tract infection.

	Before using this medicine, be sure to tell your doctor and pharmacist

・If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines.
If you have cardiac disease, epilepsy, hyperthyroidism or acute nephritis.
・If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
・If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal effects. Beware of over-the-counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)

	Dosing schedule (How to take this medicine)

・Your dosing schedule prescribed by your doctor is((            to be written by a healthcare professional))
・In general, for children weighing 20 kg or more and adults, insert 1 or 2 suppositories into the rectum at a time, once or twice a day before bedtime or as needed. The dosage interval should be 6 to 12 hours. For children weighing 20 kg or less, divide the suppository as needed. Strictly follow the instructions.
・You should never take this medicine orally. Use the suppository after defecation preferably. Take it out of the package and insert it into the rectum deeply from the thick side of the suppository.
・If you miss a dose, used the missed dose as soon as possible. However, if it is almost time for the next dose, skip the missed dose and continue your regular dosing schedule. You should never use two doses at one time.
・If you accidentally use more than your prescribed dose, consult with your doctor or pharmacist.
・Do not stop using this medicine unless your doctor instructs you to do so.

	Possible adverse reactions to this medicine

The most commonly reported adverse reactions include urge to defecate, local discomfort feeling, itch, rash, tachycardia, fast pulse, palpitation, headache, insomnia, nausea/vomiting and loss of appetite. If any of these symptoms occur, consult with your doctor or pharmacist.

The symptoms described below are rarely seen as initial symptoms of the adverse reactions indicated in brackets. If any of these symptoms occur, stop taking this medicine and see your doctor immediately.
