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	Effects of this medicine

This medicine improves circulation of vertebral artery which controls inner ear and brain. It relieves excitation of the vestibular nerve which conveys the rotation and tilt of the body sensed by inner ear to brain, and suppresses dizziness.
It is usually used to treat dizziness caused by inner ear disorder.

	Before using this medicine, be sure to tell your doctor and pharmacist

・If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines.
If you have renal dysfunction, glaucoma, obstructive uropathy such as prostate enlargement, history of hives, etc., or gastrointestinal tract obstruction.
・If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
・If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal effects. Beware of over-the-counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)

	Dosing schedule (How to take this medicine)

・In general, for adults, take 1 to 2 tablets (25 to 50 mg of the active ingredient) at a time, 3 times a day. The dosage may be adjusted according to your age or symptoms. Strictly follow the instructions.
