This medicine shows antiallergic effect by inhibiting histamine and chemical mediator released from mast cells induced by antigen stimulation.
It is usually used to treat itching associated with allergic rhinitis, hives and skin diseases.

	Before using this medicine, be sure to tell your doctor and pharmacist

・If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines.
・If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
・If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal effects. Beware of over-the-counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)

	Dosing schedule (How to take this medicine)

・In general, for adults and children aged 12 years and older, take 1 tablet (60 mg of the active ingredient) at a time, twice a day. For children aged 7 to 11 years, take 30 mg of the active ingredient at a time, twice a day. The dosage may be adjusted according to the disease or symptom. 
This preparation contains 60 mg of the active ingredient in a tablet. Strictly follow the instructions.
・If you miss a dose, take the missed dose as soon as you remember. However, if it is almost time for the next dose, skip the missed dose. You should not take two doses at one time.

	Possible adverse reactions to this medicine

The most commonly reported adverse reactions include headache, sleepiness, dizziness, nausea, abdominal pain, angioedema, itch, hives, flushing and rash. If any of these symptoms occur, consult with your doctor or pharmacist.

The symptoms described below are rarely seen as initial symptoms of the adverse reactions indicated in brackets. If any of these symptoms occur, stop taking this medicine and see your doctor immediately.

・respiratory distress, decreased blood pressure, loss of consciousness [shock, anaphylaxis]

・general malaise, loss of appetite, yellowness in skin or in conjunctiva (yellowing) [liver dysfunction, jaundice]

・sore throat, headache, high fever [agranulocytosis, leucopenia, neutropenia]

The above symptoms do not describe all the adverse reactions to this medicine. Consult with your doctor or pharmacist if you notice any symptoms of concern other than those listed above.
