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	Effects of this medicine

This medicine suppresses gastric acid secretion by inhibiting the proton pump in the gastric mucosa.
It is usually used to treat gastric/duodenal ulcer, reflux esophagitis, etc.

・If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines.
・If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
・If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal effects. Beware of over-the-counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)

	Dosing schedule (How to take this medicine)

・Your dosing schedule prescribed by your doctor is((            to be written by a healthcare professional))
・For gastric/duodenal/anastomotic ulcer, Zollinger-Ellison syndrome: In general, for adults, take 2 cupsules (30 mg of the active ingredient) at a time, once a day. The duration of administration is restricted to 8 weeks for gastric/anastomotic ulcer, and 6 weeks for duodenal ulcer.
For reflux esophagitis: In general, for adults, take 2 cupsules (30 mg of the active ingredient) at a time, once a day. The duration of administration is restricted to 8 weeks. In maintenance therapy for recurrent or relapse reflux esophagitis, take 1 cupsule (15 mg) at a time, once a day. If the effect is insufficient, the dosage may be increased up to 2 cupsules (30 mg) at a time, once a day.
For non-erosive gastroesophageal reflux disease: In general, for adults, take 1 cupsule (15 mg of the active ingredient) at a time, once a day. The duration of administration is restricted to 4 weeks.
Strictly follow the instructions in any case.
・If you miss a dose, take the missed dose as soon as possible. However, if it is almost time for the next dose, skip the missed dose and continue your regular dosing schedule. You should not take two doses at one time.
・If you accidentally take more than your prescribed dose, consult with your doctor or pharmacist.

This medicine enhances antibacterial action of antibiotics by elevating pH in the stomach via inhibition of the proton pump in the gastric mucosa.
It is usually used to help eradication of Helicobacter pylori in gastric/duodenal ulcer, gastric MALT lymphoma, idiopathic thrombocytopenic purpura, stomach after the endoscopic therapy for early gastric cancer.
