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	Effects of this medicine

This medicine increases glutathione levels in eye tissues to prevent cataract progression and protect other cell components.
It is usually used to treat early senile cataract, corneal ulcer, corneal epithelial detachment and keratitis.

	Before using this medicine, be sure to tell your doctor and pharmacist

・If you have previously experienced any allergic reactions (itch, rash, etc.) to any medicines.
・If you are pregnant or breastfeeding.
・If you are taking any other medicinal products. (Some medicines may interact to enhance or diminish medicinal effects. Beware of over-the-counter medicines and dietary supplements as well as other prescription medicines.)

	Dosing schedule (How to take this medicine)

・Dissolve the freeze-dried powder in the solution each time before use. In general, apply 1 to 2 drops at a time, 3 to 5 times a day. Strictly follow the instructions.

・If you accidentally use more than your prescribed dose, consult with your doctor or pharmacist.

	Storage conditions and other information
